Official program for the bantamweight contest between Welsh Champion Stanley Jehu, of
Maesteg, and Charlie Rowbotham, of Birmingham, at Colson Hall, Bristol, April 14 1930.

CHRIS EUBANK V MICHAEL WATSON 1991 ("THE REMATCH")

Official on-site souvenir program for Chris Eubank v Michael Watson for the WBO World Super-
Middleweight title on September 21 1991 at White Hart Lane, home of Tottenham Hotspur FC.
In round 11 Watson knocked Eubank down with a right hook. Moments later he was back on
his feet, and Eubank connected with a devastating uppercut which caused Watson to fall back
and hit the back of his head against the ropes. Referee Roy Francis stopped the fight in round
12, after which Watson collapsed in the ring. A total of 28 minutes passed before Watson
received treatment in a hospital neurosurgical unit, where he spent 40 days in a coma and had
six brain operations to remove a blood clot.

Holyfield won an unanimous points decision over 12 rounds after an excellent fight in
which Foreman acquitted himself very well for a 42-year-old.

JOEY MAXIM V SUGAR RAY ROBINSON 1952

Official souvenir program for the World Light Heavyweight Championship fight between Joey
Maxim (the holder) and Ray Robinson (the challenger), at the Yankee Stadium, New York City,
on June 25 1952. This was the most famous fight of Maxim's career, originally scheduled for
June 23 but postponed due to rain. By the time the fight took place New York City was
sweltering in a record heat wave. Robinson built up a large points lead but gradually
succumbed to the effects of hyperthermia before hitting the canvas at the close of the 13th. He
managed to drag himself back to his corner but was unable to respond to the bell at start of the
14th, even though he only had to remain on his feet to win the fight. Maxim thus won by a TKO.
This was the only time that Robinson was stopped in his 201-fight career.

In the first of four contests with Louis, Ezzard won on a 15-round decision to become the
undisputed World Champ.

Official on-site souvenir program for the WBC and WBA World Heavyweight Championship
titles between Joe Frazier and Muhammad Ali at Madison Suqare Garden, New York City, on
March 8 1971. Frazier won a unanimous 15-round points decision after one of the mosy hyped
and exciting fights in history with both fighters guaranteed a purse of $2.5 million each.

LENNOX LEWIS V FRANK BRUNO 1994 ("HISTORY IN THE MAKING")

Official on-site souvenir program for the Lennox Lewis v Frank Bruno WBC World Heavyweight
title fight at Cardiff Arms Park, Wales, on October 1 1994. This was the first time two British-
born boxers had contested a world heavyweight title and the third time Lewis retained his WBC
title following a TKO of Bruno in round 7.

Official on-site souvenir program for the WBC World Heavyweight Championship between
Lennox Lewis (holder) and Oliver McCall (challenger) at Wembley Arena, London, on
September 24 1994. In the fourth defence of his WBC title Lewis lost to McCall by a TKO in
round two after a right to the chin put Lewis on his pants. Referee Garcia stopped the fight after
Lewis has got up saying he was is no condition to continue.

MICHAEL BENTT V HERBIE HIDE 1994

Official on-site souvenir program for the WBO World Heavyweight Championship between
"Untamed" Michael Bentt and "Unbeaten" Herbie Hide, at Millwall FC's stadium, The Den, on
March 19 1994. At the time Hide was the British Heavyweight Champ and Bentt the WBO
Heavyweight Champ. This was Bentt's first defence of his WBO title and Hide knocked him out
in round seven of the scheduled 12 having had him on the floor in the third. After the fight, Bentt
was in a coma for four days and close to death.

MICHAEL MOORER V GEORGE FOREMAN 1994

Official on-site souvenir program for the WBA and IBF World Heavyweight titles fight between
George Foreman, the former world champ, and the holder, Michael Moorer, at the MGM Grand,
Las Vegas, on November 5 1994. Foreman, aged 45, knocked out Moorer to became the
oldest ever heavyweight boxing champion of the world.
