Original Press photograph of Baer training in Windsor Park with his brother "Buddy", before his
fight with Tommy Farr, the new British heavyweight champion.

Original sepia photograph of Baer posing in his boxing kit. Dedicated and signed in ink
across the front - "To Wm. W. Seward, Jr. Best of luck. Sincerely Max Baer, 1941".
Seward was an author and friend of Ernest Hemingway. "Madcap Maxie" was World
Heavyweight Champion from 1934  to 1935.

Immediately afterwards he
proclaimed himself "The Greatest" and announced that he would change his name (from
Cassius Clay).

SALLE JULIEN LECLERC (PARIS) 1890S

Original black and white photograph of two boxers from the Salle Julien Leclerc. In 1884
Leclerc replaced Charles Lecour as the Principle Professor of the School of French Fencing
and later established his own "Salle de Boxe" at 15 Rue de Richelieu, Paris. He was eventually
succeeded by his son, Georges. One of the boxers in the photograph is probably Julien's
brother, Edouard.

12 x 14cm. Some areas of glue and paper transference to reverse, not affecting the front.
Some light creasing, but otherwise in very good condition.

Black and white reprinted photograph of the scoreboard and crowd during the first Test at
Sydney. It shows the close of the first innings, with England holding a lead of 164.
